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1. To use the TechTool: Save the file TechTool2003.dot to a convenient location on your computer, and access it as an Add-in through Word. (See overleaf for instructions for accessing Add-ins.)
2. Always use the TechTool with a document that is attached to WileySD template. Otherwise most of the macros will not work. (See the WileySD User Manual for more on attaching the template.)

3. You’ll see a new Toolbar at the bottom of your screen (see A above). These tools allow you to estimate the final page count of your file and to check that code line breaks are correct for layout in your particular series.
4. Be sure you’re using the Tech Check for the correct book series: Wrox, Bible, or Wiley Red. If you’re unsure, please ask your editor.
5. Generate Chapter report: This macro will estimate the page count, check code line lengths, and check that all styles used are valid for your series. The results are reported in a new temporary Word document that you can delete or save.
6. Page Count Estimate Only: A message box will display the estimated page count for the file. Note: this will not report any styles invalid for the series.
7. Check Code Length Only: Checks the length of code lines and highlights any code lines too long for the print edition. 
8. Find Long Code: Searches for lines of code highlighted by the “Check Code Length” macros. You can edit the lines and re-run “Check Code Length” to double-check your edits. If the edits are okay, the highlighting will be removed.
9. Toolbar: Toggles the Tech Basics toolbar (see B above), which contains most of the styles you will use for a technology book. You can only apply any of the styles on this toolbar if you have WileySD attached.
10. Not all styles available on the Tech Basics toolbar are valid for all technology series. Refer to Bubble Sheets for your series to determine the valid styles.
Accessing the TechTool Add-in

Save TechTool anywhere on your computer that is 
convenient and easy for you to remember.

You will access TechTool as an Add-in whenever you need it:

1. Click Tools->Templates and Add-ins.

2. Click the “Add” button, and then navigate to the TechTool file. Click OK when you’ve selected the file.

3. Click OK again to get out of the Templates dialog. The TechTool Add-in will be activated.

After this initial setup, TechTool should remain in your list, so you need only check the box beside the name to activate it. (If you ever move the file, you’ll need to navigate to it again.)
